C. Adapter Plate: Suitable to reduce front opening of box from 5 inch square to allow the use of 4 inch mud rings and plaster rings, Crouse Hinds Catalog # TP5CP
1. Shall have the following characteristics:
a. Materials:

1) Galvanized Steel, 0.0625 in thickness (minimum)

2) Outside Dimensions:

a. 5.06 in (128.5 mm) Width

b. 5.06 in (128.5 mm) Height 

c. 0.063 in (1.6 mm) Depth

3) Construction:

a. Stamped/Drawn fabrication

4) Mounting/Attachment Features:

a. For Mounting Plate to Box:  4 screw slots (2 straight and at least 2 angled), suitable to mount on preinstalled box screws with a distance of 2 ¾ in (69.85 mm) between both sets of plate mounting screws.

b. For Mounting Mud Rings or Plaster Rings to Adapter Plate:  4 faceplate tabs with a minimum of 2 #8-32 x ½” preinstalled screws.

E. 4 inch Square Extension Rings: Suitable for use when installed in conjunction with 5 inch square to 4 inch square adapter plate. Also called “mud rings” or “plaster rings”.

1. All extension rings shall have the following characteristics:

1) Galvanized Steel, 0.0625 in thickness (minimum)
2) Outside Dimensions:

a. 4 in  (minimum) Width

b. 4 in  (minimum) Height 

3) Construction:

a. Stamped/Drawn fabrication

b. Mounting/Attachment Features:

1) Attachable directly to Crouse Hinds Adapter Plate (catalog # TP5CP)
2) 4 screw slots, suitable to mount on screws that are already in place.

3) At least 2 faceplate mounting tabs, with tapped holes (6-32) to receive faceplate screws. For 4 Square Extension ring, the tapped holes shall be 8-32.

c. Reversible: Extension Rings shall be capable of being mounted in multiple orientations.
