1. INSTALLATION OF MULTI-WIRE TERMINAL
CONNECTOR KIT (Fig. 1-1)

NOTE: For use on Cutler-Hammer EG Circuit Breakers,
EG Moulded Case Switches, and HMCPE Motor Circuit
Protectors on the LOAD END.

1. Remove secondary cover (8 screws).

2. Remove existing connector and discard.

3. Place Multi-Wire Connector on top of breaker
terminal.

4. Install mounting screw, lock washer, washer and nut.

Torque to 35 In-Ibs.
5. Repeat steps 2-4 tor remaining poles.
6. Apply torque label to side of breaker.

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INSTALLATION OF LOAD TERMINAL over Extension
SHIELD KIT (Fig. 2-1)

1. Slide the Terminal Shield down through
the breaker slots while pulling bottom
shield tabs outwards away from breaker.

2. Reinstall secondary cover (8 screws).
Tighten to 10-13 in-Lb.

3. Use pliers to break off cover extension.
Press cover extension into the secondary
cover.
